Overview: Growing up in Christ to be transformed (i.e., metamorphosized, Rom 12:2) into mature, adult 

Sons of God requires a process of the stripping away of all that is of sin or that is of this world. That spiritual 

process is known as the Baptism of Fire wherein all the dross of our lives is burned up by our love for Jesus 

and by the washing of the Water of the Word.
