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Living in Authority 
 

A. Create Your World with Your Words. 

1) Thus saith the LORD, the Holy One of Israel, and his Maker, Ask me of things to  Isa 45:11   

come concerning my sons and, concerning the work of my hands, command ye me.  

2) God framed the world with His Word. He is our example.    Heb 11:3 

3) You have what you say.        Mark 11:23 

4) Use your authority to call things that be not until they are.    Rom 4:17 
 

B. Define Your Day in the Dawn.       
1) Set the tone for your day early, before the day is over. Pray early.   Matt 18:18  

2) My voice shalt thou hear in the morning, O LORD; in the morning will I direct  Psa 5:3   

my prayer unto thee, and will look up.  

3) To show forth thy loving kindness in the morning, & thy faithfulness every night. Psa 92:2 

4) Jesus is our example. His habit was to rise early to pray.    Mark 1:35 

 

C. Declare the End from the Beginning. 

1) God declares the future. He wants you to do the same. 

a. Behold, the former things are come to pass, and new things do I declare:  Isa 42:9   

before they spring forth, I tell you of them.  

b. I am God …Declaring the end from the beginning, and …the things that are Isa 46:9,10 

not yet done, saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all my pleasure:  

c. But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into 1 Cor 2:9-10 

the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.  

But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit:  

2) Walk by faith; speak the solution, not the problem.     2 Cor 5:7  

3) You are made in the image and likeness of the Creator, so be creative. 

4) Speak the Word and you shall have what you believed.    Matt 8:8-10 

a. The centurion answered and said, Lord, I am not worthy that thou shouldest  Matt 8:8 

come under my roof: but speak the word only, and my servant shall be healed.  

b. For I am a man under authority, having soldiers under me: and I say to this  Matt 8:9 

man, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my  

servant, Do this, and he doeth it.  

c. When Jesus heard it, he marveled, and said to them that followed, Verily  Matt 8:10 

I say unto you, I have not found so great faith, no, not in Israel.  

 

D. Overcome Obstacles with Obstinacy in God’s Word.

a. You win if you continue with faith, patience (joyful endurance) and
