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Dominion through Communion 

Part 3                                                            Restoration 
 

Overview:  Communion is recognition and affirmation that you have been restored. 
 

(1) Jubilee 

A. In the Beginning. 

 Everything was very good.     Gen 1:31 

 In His own image with dominion in Eden.   Gen 1:28 

 Adam fell and satan became the god of this world.  2 Cor 4:4 

B. Today 

 Jesus is the last Adam and has restored to us all lost to satan. Col 2:13-15 

 Jubilee is the old covenant foreshadowing full restoration. Lev 25:9,10 Ampl 

 Jesus set you free from the curse of the law.   Gal 3:13; Deut 28 

 Jesus set you free from the law of sin and death.   Rom 8:2 

 Jesus is your Jubilee. He established the acceptable year, Luke 4:18-21 

 the year of restoration.  
 

(2) The Blood Always Precedes the Body 

A. Blood has to be shed to eat the body. 

 Passover: blood on door posts; eat body.    Ex 12:6-8 

 Sprinkle the blood; eat the body (Consecration).    Ex 29:20,32; Lev 6:25,30; Lev 16:13-16 

 The blood is forgiveness; the body is healing. 

B. Forgiveness Precedes Healing. 

 Forgives thy iniquities and heals thy diseases.   Psa 103:3 

 Bruised for our iniquities; with his stripes, healed.  Isa 53:5 

 He sent them to preach and to heal.    Matt 10:7-8; Luke 9:2 

 Confess your sins that you may be healed.   James 5:16 
 

(3) Except in Communion, the Body Precedes the Blood 

A. The Body closes out the Old Covenant. 

 Animal blood is shed in sacrifice by Abraham.   Gen 15:8-11 

Body is not eaten. 

 Family’s blood shed in covenant of circumcision.  Gen 17:7-11 

Body is not eaten. 

 In Communion, the body is finally eaten.    1 Cor 11:24-25 

B. The Blood begins the New Covenant. 

 I will make a new covenant.     Jer 31:31 

 Establish an everlasting covenant.    Jer 32:40; Isa 55:3 

 Jesus is the mediator of a new testament (covenant).  Heb 9:15 

 This is My blood of the new testament (New Covenant). Matt 26:28 
 

(4) Eat His Body and Drink His Blood 

A. He that eats my flesh and drink my blood.    John 6:48-66 

B. This is my body; This is my blood.     1 Cor 11:24-25; Matt 26:28-29 

Mark 14:22-25; Luke 22:15-19
